The Association will partner with veterans’ support
organizations on both sides of the Pacific to assist
with outreach, review, and selection of award
recipients, as well as to provide mentorship to
awarded veterans.

The program was launched from proceeds raised at
the 75th Anniversary Battle of the Coral Sea
Commemorative Dinner on May 4th, 2017 and forms
a new pillar in the Association’s Education Fund.
